Why was John so adamant about not letting these false teachers into there home?
1. Receiving them would give the impression to others their doctrine was acceptable

2. They could be infected by their false doctrine by close association

3. They gave the false teacher credibility in the next place he stopped

Challenge: Four types of friends everyone needs

1. The Developer - This friend will always be the person who brings out the very best in you.  This friend protects, strengthens, counsels you with their wisdom, and corrects us when we need it. 

2. The Designer – This friend mentors us in our marriage, ministry, child-rearing, civic involvement, business acumen, or any area where we need a model. 
3. The Disturber – This friend shakes up our status quo. Disturbers ask us difficult questions, forcing us to take a closer look at motivations and ambitions. Disturbers take us out of our comfort zones, and they call us out to greater effectiveness. 

4. The Discerner – This friend is an accountability partner, discerners bring the gift of spiritual insight into our lives. They know how to speak the truth in love. They know how to exhort and rebuke, seeking to keep their friend on the right track
